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Tour 8 - Antiquing and Bargain Hunting

Off-season (October - May) in Plumas County is the perfect time to explore small mountain communi-
ties and their quaint antique and thrift shops, several of which are housed in historic buildings. Many
restaurants, motels, bed and breakfast inns and small museums are open year-round. Local newpa-
pers list yard sales, rummage sales, estate sales, liquidation sales, moving sales, and flea markets
where buyers can find a variety of antiques and treasures at bargain prices. At this scenic time of year
there are fewer visitors, making Plumas County the ideal location for a memorable getaway surround-
ed by spectacular scenery.

Many annual events and live concerts are scheduled for this time of year. Contact the Plumas County
Visitors Bureau (800-326-2247 or www.plumascounty.org) for information on events scheduled dur-
ing the time of your visit.
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Day 1 - Reno to Quincy

From Reno to Quincy is 80 miles, allow 90 minutes driving time.
From Reno, follow U.S. 395 north 24 miles to the intersection of Hwy.70 at Hallelujah Junction. Turn
west and take Hwy. 70 25 miles through Beckwourth to Portola.

The antique and thrift shops in Plumas County are often open on weekends and some weekdays. Con-
tact the shops to confirm their off-season hours prior to your visit.
